	Action to be taken: The potential impact has been rated as positive for across the three categories for age, disability, race, religion or belief and sex. The reason for this is that these are protected characteristics that may be externally visible and could lead to discrimination in the determination of an academic appeal. The academic appeals process as set out should protect against discrimination due to a clear process with control steps and recourse to external appeal in some circumstances. The other protected characteristics may also be positively impacted, but this would be harder to determine and provide evidence of, as it would require knowledge of the student that would only be available to certain staff and may not be 'common knowledge' or externally visible.



The policy requires to be approved at all further education academic partners by the relevant body. After the policy's review date (or before if legislative or awarding body changes require) the Academic Appeals Policy Ownership Group will reconvene to make necessary amendments to the policy and underpinning procedures.
